Talley taught elementary school in Lewis County for 10
years prior to leaving to teach psychology at McGill
University in Montreal, Quebec, Canada for a span of 30
years. After hisretirement, he was named professor emeritus
by the university.

Even whilein Canada, Talley continued to gather
information about Lewis County and the surrounding area,
since his family hailed from Fleming and Mason counties.

"I was always interested in history, even as alittle boy,"
said Talley.

Talley returned to Lewis County in 1999 and has been a
resource for historical knowledge ever since.

The professor was urged to come to the awards dinner, so he
knew something was going to happen, but didn't know what.
Nevertheless, he said he was extremely surprised by the award.

Talley currently helps people from other places trace their
local genealogy, helps with community restoration projects and
isaresource for the Kentucky Gateway Museum Center in
Maysville. In his spare time he said he does a "tremendous
amount of reading.”
